Kuranda has a network of interlinked walks which provide access *

through the village and its surrounding environment, including the
Barron Gorge National Park.
1. The Village Walk (500m) showcases the main street and finishes
at the site of the original Kuranda markets. Explore Kuranda'’s
‘market economy’ and view the tropical architecture of our village ‘ ge ln the Ra l n FO rest

in the rainforest.

Jumrum Creek Conservation Park (1.4km) is a walk through the
rainforest surrounding Kuranda village.

The Jungle Walk (900m) passes through a regenerating forest.
See how quickly a rainforest grows.

4. The River and Esplanade Walk (1.5km) a pleasant riverside stroll
down a tree-shaded esplanade.
